In the rush to get security technologies to market, in-depth analysis 

of face recognition technology has been sorely lacking. In particular, 

there has not yet been an adequate study of the circumstances under 

which face recognition systems might fail. In order to integrate a 

security tool into a trusted system, knowing that tool's limitations is 

at least

as important as knowing its capabilities. Additionally, the privacy 

problems presented by this and other identification-at-a-distance 

technologies need to be addressed before the use of these technologies 

becomes too widespread.  Ubiquitous, uncontrolled deployment of 

high-quality automatic face recognition might otherwise mean the end of 

personal privacy.
